Recipients of the remaining $980 million of CDBG-R funds will be the approximately 1,200 jurisdictions that received CDBG funding in Fiscal Year 2008. Ensuring Responsible Spending of Recovery Act Funds
Funding available under the Recovery Act has clear purposes – to stimulate the economy through measures that modernize the Nation’s infrastructure, improve energy efficiency, and expand educational opportunities and access to health care. HUD strongly urges grantees to use CDBG-R funds for hard development costs associated with infrastructure activities that provide basic services to residents or activities that promote energy efficiency and conservation through rehabilitation or retrofitting of existing buildings.  While the full range of CDBG activities is available to grantees, the Department strongly suggests that grantees incorporate consideration of the public perception of the intent of the Recovery Act in identifying and selecting projects for CDBG-R funding.

The State of Mississippi, Mississippi Development Authority (MDA) intends to use a portion of the CDBG-R funds for its administration cost associated with developing and implementing the program.  With the CDBG-R program, MDA will be preserving and creating jobs in addition to promoting economic recovery by distributing the funds across the state for investments in much needed infrastructure and helping the economy by creating and/or retaining jobs in these economic hard times.   According the notice, MDA focused on projects associated with infrastructure activities that provide basic services to residents or activities that promote energy efficiency and conservation through rehabilitation or retrofitting of existing buildings.  MDA also used President Obama’s “Ensuring Responsible Spending of Recovery Act Funds” section 2(c) as a guide in determining eligible projects.  Finally, MDA chose projects based on how quickly projects could be implemented and construction started (all should start construction within 120 days of funding), fair distribution across the state, meeting the low and moderate income national objective and eligible CDBG-R activities.  MDA requested a list of projects from each of the ten Mississippi Planning and Development Districts across the state of projects their communities would like to have funded in the event stimulus funds would be made available.  In addition to this list, some communities wrote letters requesting stimulus funds to help with their projects.  From this, MDA received requests for over $11 billion dollars.  MDA went through the process of going through all the requests and narrowed the selection to 18 projects.  Staff prepared a CDBG-R application and gave it to each of the selected communities to complete and return.  Applications were accepted through June 12, 2009 from the invited list and all projects (100%) will meet the national objective of benefitting person of low and moderate income.  All projects, if approved by HUD, will be given a contract period ending before September - 2012; therefore meeting the September 30, 2012 deadline for expenditure of funds.  All projects are for public facilities and improvements; therefore no projects will be public service related (15% cap).  Administration cost is being limited to no more than 10% of the total grant funds which would be at maximum $807,170.  Total administration funds of the 37 activities equals to $710,489 (state administration = $242,367 and project administration = $468,122)  which is less than 10% allowed by the program.

MDA has already hired one new employee to oversee all stimulus funds administered by MDA.  In addition, MDA would like to hire at least one new person to ensure all activities are implemented and that they comply with HUD rules and regulations.  Also, the state will be able to maintain its current employees for the development of the CDBG-R amendment and for the quarterly and yearly reporting requirements of the program through IDIS.  In addition, MDA will maintain quarterly and yearly reports from each of its subgrant recipients on the number of jobs their projects create and/or retain through their CDBG-R grant.

The Town of Terry is planning to construct a new library for its 592 citizens.  The library will be located at 420 Cunningham Avenue which offers maximum accessibility to the greatest number of residents and will provide long-term sustainability of the downtown area.  This new larger library will be able to offer adult education courses, labs and provide computers with internet access that can be used as a learning tool and resource.  This new space will also have a private meeting room available for book clubs and other activities of community interest.  This activity will maximize job creation and economic benefit and address the Recovery Act by modernizing the community’s infrastructure, using energy efficient materials in the construction of the new library and by expanding educational opportunities by those most impacted by the recession in providing a computer center for online courses, job seeking resources, and other educational needs.  This activity will meet the requirements of Title XII of Division A and Section 1602 of ARRA by being able to award contracts based on bids within 120 of funds being made available to the town according to the timetable submitted by them and should be completed by March 30, 2010.
The Town of Terry has 592 residents and of that 315 are of low and moderate income which is 53.21% that meets the national objective of benefitting low and moderate income persons.  The town is located in the following census tract and block groups (CT 112 BG 1&2).  The budget for this activity is $328,000 and no other ARRA funds are expected to be used in conjunction with this construction activity.

The Town of Terry estimates that 32 persons will benefit from this activity.  These jobs include    full-time/part-time created and/or retained jobs.  Also included in this number are permanent, construction, and temporary jobs associated with the construction of the new library.

The proposed library will be of new construction with insulation and exterior materials that will promote energy efficiency and conservation.  The Town of Terry plans to work with the Mississippi Urban Forest Council for incorporation and placement of native trees that will absorb runoff, filter and slow storm water infiltration in the streams and rivers, retard soil erosion, and help to reduce the ambient temperature in the downtown area and building energy costs.  Additionally, this area is directly adjacent to a number of neighborhoods which will allow access to the Library via walking or riding a bike for both adults and children instead of commuting by vehicle thus promoting energy conservation.

Simpson County is planning to expand their Human Services Building located at 109 West Pine Avenue in Mendenhall, MS.  The expansion will be for their Division of Family and Children Services by constructing new interview rooms, observation room, bathrooms, etc.  Included in these services provided by the division are foster parent recruitment and training, foster parent licensure, live scan fingerprinting, adoption, protection, preventative measures, and case management all with the goal of finding suitable, safe living environments for their clients.  This new space will offer improved accessibility for clients and employees and sustainability of the services provided by the division.  This activity will maximize job creation and economic benefit and address the Recovery Act by preserving jobs and adding 4 new positions with the Family and Children Services of DHS and it will avoid the reduction in essential services by providing new  space to allow staff to adequately provide services and add new services not previously offered.  This activity will also modernize the community’s infrastructure and use energy efficient materials in the construction of the building.   This activity will meet the requirements of Title XII of Division A and Section 1602 of ARRA by being able to award contracts based on bids within 120 of funds being made available to the county according to the timetable submitted by them and should be completed by August 2010 .

The proposed project benefits low and moderate income families based on statistics provided by the MS Department of Human Services.  Based upon this information, the Simpson County Human Services Department had an unduplicated caseload of 4547 persons.  Of this total (4547), 100% of their clients are from low and moderate income families meeting the national objective of benefitting low and moderate income persons.  The county is located in the following census tracts and block groups (CT 9501 BG 1,2,3,4&5; CT 9502 BG 1,2,3&4; CT 9503 BG 1,2,3&4; CT 9504 BG 1,2,3,4,5,6,7&8).  The budget for this activity is $500,000.

The Town of Raleigh is planning to construct a new senior citizens center for its 321 senior area residents.  The senior citizens center will be located at 253 Magnolia Drive which offers improved  accessibility because the existing facility is a 14 x 18 trailer that is too small to adequately meet the needs of the different senior citizen programs offered nor is it fully handicap accessible  and the entrance ramp is too steep.   It will also improve sustainability of the senior citizens programs by providing space necessary for growth and a permanent site that will not be in danger of becoming unavailable due to changing community circumstances as the current location is a trailer located next to the Agricultural Complex and is owned by the Smith County Economic Development District.  This site is the last available public owned site for industrial development in Raleigh.  The new larger senior citizens center will be able to offer an increased senior nutrition program, more space for their weekly sing-a-longs, a safe shelter for the seniors during emergency situations, health fairs and screenings.  This activity will maximize job creation and economic benefit and address the Recovery Act by minimizing or avoiding reduction in this very much needed essential service by senior citizens being able to continue to have a place to receive their meals and hopefully actually increase the distribution of meals because the new facility will have more room. In addition, it will modernize the community’s infrastructure, using energy efficient materials in the construction of the new senior citizen building and by providing access to health care to include health fairs and screenings.  This activity will meet the requirements of Title XII of Division A and Section 1602 of ARRA by being able to award contracts based on bids within 120 of funds being made available to the town according to the timetable submitted by them and should be completed by April 2010.

The Town of Raleigh has determined that 321 persons would benefit from this senior citizens center and of that, all (321) are a presumed 100% low and moderate income which meets the national objective of benefitting low and moderate income persons.  The town is located in the following census tracts and block groups (CT 9501 BG 1,2 &4; and CT 9502 BG 1,2&3).  The budget for this activity is $347,000 and no other ARRA funds are expected to be used in conjunction with this construction project.

This new fire station will serve a densely populated area occupied by 30+ year old homes on small lots, the Starkville Housing Authority, several subsidized –rent apartment complexes, 2 nursing homes, and the Oktibbeha County Hospital.  With this new fire station, 12 new fire fighters for permanent positions will need to be added.    This activity will maximize job creation and economic benefit and address the Recovery Act by creating new jobs within the fire department and will minimize reductions in essential services by having a new fire station to help provide adequate coverage.  This activity will also modernize the community’s infrastructure and use energy efficient materials in the construction of the LEED certified building.   This activity will meet the requirements of Title XII of Division A and Section 1602 of ARRA by being able to award contracts based on bids within 120 of funds being made available to the city according to the timetable submitted by them and should be completed by July 2010.

The City of Starkville’s beneficiaries for this project are 2434 residents and of that 1381 are of low and moderate income which is 56.74% that meets the national objective of benefitting low and moderate income persons.  The project is located in the following census tracts and block groups (CT 9503 BG 1; CT 9502 BG 1050, 1051,1052,1053,1054, 1055, 1059 &1072; CT 9503 BG 2008, 2009, 2010, 2011 & 2023).  The budget for this activity is $887,328 and no other ARRA funds are expected to be used in conjunction with this construction activity.
