Announcement of Availability of the State of Mississippi’s Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program as a Substantial Amendment (DRAFT) to the 2008 Consolidated One-Year Action Plan for Housing and Community Development

Purpose:  To allow local units of government, Continuum of Care Organizations (CoC), non-profit organizations and other interested parties to review and comment on the State of Mississippi’s Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP) (DRAFT) as a Substantial Amendment to the 2008 Consolidated One-Year Action Plan for Housing and Community Development. 
2.
Discussion:  The Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP) Substantial Amendment is in response to the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s (HUD’s) proposal to provide financial assistance and services to either prevent individual and families from becoming homeless or help those who are experiencing homelessness to be quickly re-housed and stabilized.  HUD requires that the State submit a substantial amended action plan to its Consolidated One-Year Action Plan.  The HPRP Substantial Amended Action Plan sets forth the State’s method of distribution of anticipated program funds under the Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP).  The program provides funds for four eligible activities including:  Financial Assistance, Housing Relocation and Stabilization Services, Data Collection and Evaluation, and Administration.  

The HPRP funds to be made available to the State of Mississippi were published in the Federal Register on March 31, 2009; Vol. 74, No. 60.  The HPRP Substantial Amended Action Plan is based on allocation for the HPRP program that is estimated to be $13,348,427.  
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The State is making the HPRP Substantial Amended Action Plan (DRAFT) available to the public to obtain citizen input for a 12-day comment period.  A copy of the Plan will be available to the public on the Mississippi Development Authority’s website located at www.mississippi.org/csd.  Comments are invited and will be accepted through Wednesday,  May 6, 2009.  Comments should be made in writing to the Mississippi Development Authority (MDA), Community Services Division, P.O. Box 849, Jackson, MS 39205-0849.
