Contractor Certification

	Consistent with the terms and conditions set forth in Section 1605 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), the Contractor certifies that, to the best of its knowledge, all steel, iron, and manufactured goods to be used in this Project for public buildings or public works will be produced in the United States.

The Contractor further certifies that all steel, iron, and manufactured goods used will be produced in the United States and will produce reasonable, sufficient, and timely verification of the U.S. production of such materials upon request by MDA, the State, or the Federal government or any of these entities’ designees.

The Contractor further certifies that for any steel, iron, or manufactured goods that are not American-made but are submitted as part of the Project for approval, that the Contractor will identify and can cite the categorical waiver for that component published in the Federal Register at 48 CFR 25.104; or provide sufficient justification that that the Contractor has sought American-made components but has determined that they are not available on the schedule and consistent with the goals of the Project.  In the event that a waiver of Section 1605 must be requested from the Funding Agency, the Contractor agrees to cooperate with MDA in all respects pertaining to the collection of data and development of the waiver request.
Notwithstanding any other provision of the Grant Agreement and/or Contract, failure to comply with Section 1605 of ARRA will constitute a breach and shall permit MDA to recover any damages that result from this breach.
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
